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THE MARKET

Japan is the UK’s largest export market outside Europe and the USA. It represents 12 percent of world GDP and took £8.0bn of UK goods and services in 2005. The economy is performing well and deregulation over the last 20 years has led to a relatively open market in most sectors. 

A long term commitment and strategy are required to become established in Japan, however, success achieved by offering time and patience to this market repays the effort many times over. Key sectors for opportunity include Aerospace, Automotive, Bio/Pharma, Chemicals, Computer Software and Games, Construction, Creative and Media, Energy, Fashion, Financial and Legal Services, Food and Dink, Healthcare, and Telecommunications. 

Japan is consistently one of our most popular mission destinations and this visit will incorporate SCDI’s 42nd trade mission to the market.
THE MISSION
The trade mission will be based in Tokyo from Monday 27 October through to Friday 31 October.  A financial assistance package of £700 will be available to companies that are new exporters to this market, to companies that have no previous exports to the market within 12 months, to companies whose turnover from exports is less than 25% of total turnover, and who do not have existing representation in the market.  This funding is provided by UK Trade & Investment via Scottish Development International. Mission participants must arrive in the market to attend the briefing meeting which will be held at 9am on Monday 27 October at the British Embassy in Tokyo. A mission reception will also be held on the Monday evening.  In addition, all companies will be asked to submit a short mission questionnaire after the visit.  
Flexibility is the key on an SCDI trade mission.  The briefing meeting and reception are the only two group meetings that you must attend.  You are entirely free to pursue your own business objectives and include your visit in a wider itinerary if you wish.  Preliminary market research, appointing an agent, researching possible joint ventures, visiting existing customers – these are all valid reasons for participation for manufacturing and service companies alike.

MARKETING ASSISTANCE

A wide range of chargeable export support services is available through Scottish Development International/UK Trade & Investment.  If you intend to use these services you are advised to request and return the Application Form promptly as at least 8 weeks’ notice is required for market research. SCDI will be working closely with Scottish Development International’s overseas office in Tokyo.
